President’s Message

The emphasis this year is on service being
provided by the Lake County Bar Association. In
order to provide that service, we need volunteers in
several different areas.

Dan Vinovich, Clyde Compton and the Young
Lawyers are working to institutionalize and establish
a permanent mentor program for young lawyers.
Lake County is one of the pilot counties working
with the state bar concerning this project. It is a
mentor match program where mentors are matched
with mentees. In order to get this up and running, we
need a pool of individuals who are willing to be
mentors. The mentoring can be done telephonically
and/or in face-to-face meetings. The idea is that a
mentor is a person with at least five years of
experience who is available to answer questions and
concerns of young lawyers. The emphasis would be
for mentors working with attorneys who are in firms
of less than five, but the mentor program would be
available to anyone regardless of the size of their
firm. You can volunteer in two ways. First, you
could contact Dan Vinovich at 924-2427.
Alternatively, you can log on to Indiana Bar at
Inbar.org and at the top of the page you will see a
mentor match button. You can then register there.

Our initial goal is to have minimally 30 mentors
enrolled by June 30.

Secondly, we have an ad hoc committee headed
by Don Schlyer, phone number 757-0225. They are
looking at the electronic courtroom and will be
addressing both the use of electronics in the
courtroom as well as the possibility of electronic
filing. If you would like to serve, give Don a call.

The LCBA is also in the process of setting up
permanent liaison with each of the high schools in

Lake County, Indiana. This program may later be
expanded so that it is available to each of the school
districts in Lake County. The idea is that a couple of
lawyers would be assigned to each of the high
schools as resource contact persons. They would be
available to provide program support, speakers,
career day support and other programs. Those
interested in volunteering for this program should
contact the Lake County Bar Association’s office.
You can request to be assigned to a specific high
school, or you can simply volunteer for the program.

As described more fully elsewhere in this
newsletter, the Lake County Bar Association, through
the Family Law Section, has established a voluntary
program of reduced fees for representation in family
law matters. The idea is to provide legal services at
reduced fees to families whose incomes are too large
to qualify for pro bono services but too small to be
able to afford the $200.00 an hour service. Those
individuals who are interested in participating in this
program should contact Judy Stanton at 219-947-
1571.
There is also a program reported on in the last
newsletter called Project Peace where the idea of peer
group mentoring will be brought to the Boys and
Girls Clubs. The pilot project will be with the
Hammond Boys and Girls Club. We already had two
volunteers to participate in the training and then
become trainers of the students. We could use a
couple of more volunteers in this area. Those
interested in volunteering should contact Cordell
Funk at 933-4700.

As you can see, there are many ways to
serve the community and hopefully one or more of
these projects will interest you, and you will
volunteer to help serve the community.

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SUMMARY OF THE
LCBA=S VOLUNTARY PROGRAM TO FILL THE GAP

BY PROVIDING REDUCED FEE FAMILY LAW REPRESENTATION
FOR THE WORKING POOR

At the May 2006 Board of Managers meeting the Board approved the Family Law Sections suggested
program to provided services at a reduced fee to certain individuals. A summary of that program is set forth below.

In addition to the programs that are already in place, the Lake County Bar Association, through its Family
Law Section, will sponsor and support a program that will provide legal services, at a reduced rate, for the Working
Poor. This reduced fee program will serve those individuals with Family Law problems who have limited incomes,
but whose incomes are too substantial to qualify them for Pro Bono services.

In order to qualify for this reduced fee representation in Family Law Matters1 the combined income of the
parents or couple will be used to determine qualification. Note that it is expected that both parties can be
represented; since there would be no conflict of interest among the various volunteers The following income
criteria will be used:

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Program Details

A. Billing Rates for attorneys providing Guardian Ad Litem=s (GAL) and Mediation services under

this program would be an additional $10 per hour over the above listed rates3.

B. As in all cases, the Court can allocate the fees between parties, to adjust for income discrepancies.

Federal Tax returns, or current pay stubs, or some equivalent verification will be needed in order to verify

incomes that will qualify individuals for these services. Individuals will enter the program through court referrals,

through Indiana Legal Services or the Indiana 1st Judicial District Pro Bono Committee Inc. The later two services

often screen individual’s incomes and find they do not qualify for pro bono services, but would qualify for the Lake

County Bar Associations reduced fee program. Screening can also be through the participating attorney’s office,

when an income qualified individual solicits their services.

The aspirational goal will be that each Lake County Attorney who practices in the Family Law arena accept

a minimum of 2 Pro Bono cases per year and a minimum of 2 cases in each of the three reduced fee areas per year.

In the case of a law firm, service can be done by any member as assigned by the firm, thus if there are 6

practitioners 12 cases in each category would be serviced, but the service might be provided by 2 attorneys in the

firm . .

3Note that the Domestic Relations Bureau in Crown Point and the Family Law Program in the Gary Family
Court already have in place a reduced fee GAL and Mediation program -

After six months to one years experience with the program the income levels as well as the services

provided will be reviewed by the LCBA=s Family Law Section to determine how the program is working and what

changes might be needed.
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LAKE COUNTY BAR ASSOCIATION
REPORT

At the May Board of managers meeting the
Board approved the following policies:

IMPLEMENTATION & UPDATE POLICY
In order to implement changes that are

recommended at Bench and Bar meetings and in
order to address mutual issues between the Bench
and Bar the policy of the LCBA shall be that the
sections and the Judges affected by the section shall
meet at least once every six months to address
problems of mutual concern. This shall include:

Probate Section and the Probate Judges
The Family Law Section and Juvenile Court
and Family Law Judges and Magistrates
Criminal Law Section and Criminal Division
and County Court Judges
Civil Litigation Section plus the Defense Bar
with the Judges handling CT and other civil
cases.
In addition Between September 15th and

December 15th of each year the LCBA shall host a
Bench and Bar Meeting with break out sessions
centering around a particular topic of interest and as
needed guest speakers would be part of the program.
When possible this program shall be designed so as
to provide CLE credits.

CONTINUING LEGAL EDUCATION POLICY
Each Section will sponsor at least one full 6 hour

credit CLE course each year - plus at least one two
hour course each year. The two hour course will be
geared towards credit for both the Young Lawyer
with the seasoned veteran being also kept in mind.
The two hour sessions will be either Abreakfast
events@ or ALunch Hour@ or brown bag presentations.
The scheduling and coordination of these events will
be handled by the chair of the Education - CLE
committee (Ron Kuker), who will in turn work with
the appropriate section chair who will be responsible
for the content of the program. The Executive
Director shall provide the logistical support as to
working with the site and getting the materials
prepared.

In addition to the above policies certain
interesting projects are being undertaken by the Lake
County Bar association including the following:
1. THE ELECTRONIC COURTROOM

The Ad Hoc Committee headed by Don Schlyer
which is presently addressing the electronic court
room will meet with a sub-committee of the Judges to
consider electronic filing and if and how same should
be implemented - the idea is to explore the topic -

then develop a survey to circulate and then to begin
to react to this cutting edge issue.
2. HIGH SCHOOL LIAISONS - PUBLIC

RELATIONS
Dan Vinovich as Public Relations and the Young

Lawyers to establish permanent Liaisons with each
High school and perhaps each school to provide
speakers - programs and general support - do not
reinvent each year have it permanently in place so
that the school administration can count on it as a
resource - meet with the schools each August to plan
upcoming projects for the school year.
3. AFTER HOURS - NO BUSINESS

Alex Woloshanski as Program and Social,
together with Angelo Buoscio, Steve Place, Chuck
Enslen and Gerald Bishop and Ron Layer to work
with Young Lawyers and establish a regular schedule
of places through out the county and days to meet so
that Young Lawyers and Veterans can know where to
meet after hours for refreshment - before hours for
breakfast etc to share comradery - the places to be
throughout the county - or at least in several places
relative to where lawyers have congregated their
businesses.

DOMESTIC RELATIONS MATTERS
UPDATE FROM ROOM THREE
NEW RELOCATION STATUTE

On March 15, 2006 Governor Daniels signed
into law S.B. 40, which amends the relocation law
and most of the new law is located at a newly added
chapter, I.C. §31-17.2.2 et seq. Ind. Code §31-17-2-
23 the relocation statute in dissolution and separation
cases has been repealed. Ind. Code §31-14-13-10 the
correlating statute in paternity cases has been
amended to require compliance with the new statute.
The statute takes effect on July 1, 2006. A
summary of the new statute follows.

The new statute applies to any relocating
individual who has custody, parenting time or
visitation rights with a child; or any one who is
seeking custody, parenting time. Therefore it applies
to either parent, or even a third party with visitation
rights who is relocating. Also note there is no
distance requirement. The notice is required for any
move, even across the street.

The notice is to be sent 90 days prior to moving
or within 10 days of finding out about the move, but
no later than 30 days prior to move. Primarily, the

notice should contain the new address, the proposed
date of relocation, and the specific reason for the
relocation and a proposed revision for parenting time
if affected. The notice must also advise that the non
relocating party has a right to object, has a right to
file for modification of custody, parenting time and
even support (in the event overnights will change).
The objection must be filed within 60 days after
receiving notice of the intent to relocate. The statute
requires service on the non-relocating party by
certified mail.

After the 60 days, if no objection is filed,
relocation can occur without the requirement of a
court order. If an objection is filed a hearing is to be
set. The new statute now sets out who has the burden
of proof. Initially, the relocating party has the
burden of proof to show the move is being made in
good faith and for a legitimate purpose. Once
established, the burden shifts to the non-relocating
party to show that the move in not in the child’s best
interest.

The statute also allows for a temporary
restraining order after notice and opportunity to be
heard in compliance with Trial Rule 65B. It sets out
factors the court may consider when making its
decision. And, it provides for attorney fees.

This article was meant to highlight some of the
provisions of the new statute. We encourage you to
read the entire statute. We also have a draft form for
the relocation notice available for review and
comment by attorneys in Room Three.

Some members have even
taken it upon themselves to inform others
about significant new cases, literally as they
are decided.

Electronic Client Confidentiality Breach
After drafting a document, proposed order,
or agreement, the high-tech standard
operating procedure seems to be to e-mail
the document to opposing counsel; let he or
she highlight proposed changes and
modifications; and opposing counsel e-mails
the document back to you. Although this is
convenient and saves time, if your document
was typed using the AWord@ program,
beware.

If you or your secretary have
Atyped over@ a document from another
client, your opposing counsel can view that
document, also. You risk breach of client
confidentiality and a potential disciplinary
problem. Just when you thought it was safe
to enter cyberspace. . .
